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| ASSERMBLING FOOT SEALER

1. Insert standing tube into pedal
base and fixed the short screw.

2. Use four long screws, connect
enclosure body to standing tube.

3. Attach puller tension rod to
puller localized under lower

sealing body and then attach
to food pedal.

4. Connect fixed adjust

bracket to lower sealing
body.




5. Attach working board over
adjust bracket with two screws.

Note: When attaching working board
to bracket, leave enough space between
lower sealing body and tap of screws
so that working board can be attached
casily.

OPERATING INSTRUCTION

After the machine is fully assembled and plugged into an AC

outlet, do the following:

1.Adjust the foot pedal rod set (#23) to obtain a firm contact
ofthe jaw.

2.Turn on main switch (#05) to ON position, yellow light
appears.

3.Adjust the sealing timer knob (#32) to suitable scale for bag
thickness and material to between 1- 8 (the smaller as possible).

4.Insert poly bag between jaws then press the foot pedal down.
Sealing LED lamp (#03) will go on, it is the sealing time.
Step on the pedal about one second after the lamp is off
automatically while you press the pedal, it is the congealing
time.

5.If sealing does not complete, turn sealing timer knob up a
little and go through process in “4” program. Keep increasing
the number until you get desire seal. Then you can remove
the sealed bag and begin to operation.

6.FOR SAFETY SAKE KEEP HANDS AND FINGERS
FORM BETWEEN THE JAWS WHEN SEALERING.




6. | HELPFUL INFORMATION

1) Always keep the sealing platform clean. Particular care
should be taken to remove any residue form the PTFE cloth.

2) Do not clean the sealing platform with anything wet.

3) Make sure to change the bottom PTFE strip (blew the
element wire) when they become worn. If this is not done
the element wire may short out and become damaged.

4) When replacing the heating element always check the
condition of the bottom PTFE strip. It is important that you
replace the element wire only with the one made for this
machine. Note: You can damage the transformer with the

wrong element wire.

5) Occasionally check the condition of the top pressure pad
(silicon rubber) for wear or burn. A poor rubber pad will

effect on the quality of your seal.

8. ll CHANGING PARTS

To replace burnt out PTFE cloth or broken element wire
please follow these instruction:
REMOVE PLUG FROM ELECTRIC OUTLET
USE ONLY GENUINE REPLACEMENT PARTS
1) To replace PTFE cloth.

a. Remove lower PTFE fixed plate and loosen PTFE
press clip.

b. Pull out PTFE cloth just enough to cut off burned
area then changing a new PTFE cloth and re-fix the
PTFE fixed plate.

c. Rotate PTFE bar to pull PTFE roll cloth tight.
Retighten the PTFE press clips.

2) Replacing heating element wire.

a. Loosen PTFE press clips. Remove the lower PTFE
fixed plate.

b. Lift up PTFE cloth and remove broken element wire
from heater poles. (Heater Element Attachment)

c. Put new element wire on heater poles. Do not bend
or crimp the wire.

d. Replace PTFE cloth and PTFE fixed plate. Tighten
PTFE roll cloth with PTFE bar. Tighten PTFE press
clip.
